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Purpose:  The Valley Industrial Association encourages members to communicate and engage other members.  This policy serves as a framework for appropriate and respectful communications and solicitation practices between members.

Member to Member Resources:  

Membership Directory:  As a benefit of membership, each member company receives one printed membership directory, published and distributed each summer.  This directory provides member company demographic information and contact personnel for various disciplines within a manufacturing environment.   Advertising opportunities are available for inclusion in the directory at moderate prices.  Appropriate solicitation uses:  Letter of Introduction; promotional letter; phone numbers available for follow up.
Member Contact Lists:  As a benefit of membership, the VIA will provide member companies, upon request, an electronic list of member companies and contact information.  This excludes E-mail addresses.  The contacts can be requested by job title (or any combination thereof) such as:  CEO, CFO, Plant Manager, HR, Safety, and IT.  Contacts can also be requested for specific industries such as: accounting firms, financials institutions, placement agencies, manufacturers, etc.  The list will be in an excel format.  Appropriate solicitation uses:  Letter of Introduction or promotional letter.
Under no circumstances will the VIA distribute or sell member e-mail addresses to other members or outside parties.

E-mail Blasts:  As a benefit of membership, the VIA will send e-mail blasts to member companies on behalf of another member, in good standing, in order to promote an event that VIA members may see value in or a promotion just for VIA members.  VIA will also send e-mail blasts on behalf of member companies that have been recognized or awarded for excellence in their industry; in most cases this will be communicated in the weekly VIA newsletter.



Criteria: 
· If the communication is to promote an event, it cannot conflict with existing VIA programming.

· If the communication is an exclusive promotion for VIA members, ideally, it should apply to and have general appeal for a majority of the membership base.

Sponsorship Opportunities:  The VIA hosts a variety of events in any given year, ranging from general membership luncheons and dinners to a golf outing and networking events.  Each event has sponsorship opportunities you can capitalize on in order to promote your goods or service and increase awareness about your company.  This is an excellent way to promote your company, get exposure in front of other VIA members and support the manufacturing sector in the Fox Valley.
